The University of Beira Interior adapted the buil-
dings of the former Royal Textile Factory, an im-
portant national manufactory of woolen textiles,
established in Covilhd by the Marqués de Pombal in
1764. This building served as a spinning, dyeing and
weaving mill until it was ceded, in 1885, to lodge
the 21t Infantry Regiment and later the 2" Sharp-
shooters Battalion.

While these buildings were being transformed into
University facilities, in 1975, archaeological remains
of the old textile mill were discovered. What was
found were the vats of the former dye-house. They
were classified as part of the nation’s cultural heri-
tage (Dec. 28/82 of the 26™ February), and formally
called a “furnace and cylindrical vat works”

Archaeological methods were used in the recovery and
restoration, and this area opened as the Wool Museum of
the University of Beira Interior, on April 30, 1992.

This nucleus, with a surface area of 700 m?, aims to re-
constitute the manufacture processes of production and
dyeing wool fabrics used in Portugal in the ends of the
18t century.

Beyond its pedagogical goals, it intends to contribute to
the rehabilitation of the wool work memory of the city
of Covilha, through the archaeological and architectural
recovery and the history of the building occupation in
the context of industrial archaeology.

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A Universidade da Beira Interior, UBI, integra nas suas instalagdes o antigo edificio da Real Fabrica de
Panos, fundada na Covilha pelo Marqués de Pombal em 1764 e que funcionou como edificio fabril até
ser cedido, em 1885, para instalacdo do Quartel do Regimento de Infantaria 21 e, posteriormente, do
Batalhdo de Cacadores 2.

Durante as obras de adaptacdo deste edificio por parte da UBI, foram postas a descoberto, em 1975,
estruturas arqueolégicas que permitiram delimitar o espago das antigas Tinturarias da Real Fabrica de
Panos da Covilha. Foram classificadas como Imdvel de Interesse Piblico (Decreto-lei n.° 28/82, de 26 de
Fevereiro), com a designacdo de “conjunto de fornalhas e pogos cilindricos”.

As intervencoes arqueoldgicas realizadas nesta area serviram de base e acompanharam o projecto elabo-
rado para a sua recuperacao, restauro e musealizagdo. 0 Museu de Lanificios da Universidade da Beira
Interior foi inaugurado em 30 de Abril de 1992.

Este nlcleo, com 700 m? de superficie, visa essencialmente reconstituir os processos manufactureiros do
fabrico e do tingimento dos tecidos de [d mais utilizados em Portugal nos finais do séc. XVIII.

Para além de objectivos didacticos, pretende ainda contribuir, através da recuperacdo arqueolégica,
arquitecténica e da histéria da ocupagao do edificio, realizada no ambito da arqueologia industrial, para
a reabilitagdo da memoria do trabalho dos lanificios na cidade da Covilha.
